In accordance with the Marion County Land Development Code (LDC), Article 6, Division 14,
Section 6.14.2.B(1)(a), Water system - New development shall connect to a centralized water
system with available capacity if a water line is within a connection distance of 400 feet times the
total number of Equivalent Residential Connections (ERCS).

Permit 2025092415 (Project) proposes one (1) single family home on Parcel 05662-007-15
(Property). For a single family dwelling the connection distance is 400 feet. Marion County Utilities
(MCU) notified Mr. Don Laturell (Owner) of the connection requirement on September 30, 2025
after review and rejection of the building permit.

The Property has an existing water main along its east boundary on NE 250th Ave in accordance
with LDC. Buckskin Lake Manor is a development originally served by, and acquired in 2023 from
Marion Utilities, Inc, and has recently had upgrades by MCU due to secondary water quality issues.
In addition, MCU will be adding a filter to further reduce the iron in the water.

LDC Section 6.14.2.B(1)(a) requires a water connection. To serve the Project, MCU would install a
service and meter at the property's corner at a cost of $2,189 (water capacity charge $1,659; short
tap $480; security deposit $50).

On October 20, 2025, a waiver (AR 33479) was presented to the Development Review Committee
(DRC) to request a well in lieu of connecting to the central water system for the Project. DRC
denied the waiver request and required the applicant to connect in accordance with the LDC. The
applicant has requested that the waiver be appealed to the Board of County Commissioners for
consideration.
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
