Summary of Request

Vertical Bridge respectfully requests a Special Use Permit approval at 4390 E. Highway 316, Citra,
FL 32113, parcel #0800-300-000, to allow the construction of a 154> AGL monopole style
telecommunication tower (Monopole) and support facility. The 13.48 Acre parcel currently hosts
a single-family residence and partially cleared land with mature trees scattered across it. The
Monopole will be located on the Northwest portion tucked into the edge of the most densely
wooded portion of the parent parcel. Mature trees will border the Monopole and its compound on
three sides. Mature canopy exits on the parent parcel to the South, East, and West of the Monopole.
Vertical Bridge’s leased area consists of 10,000 square feet and will contain a 2,500 square foot
equipment compound. The parent parcel currently carries a Rural Land Future Land Use
designation and a General Agriculture (A-1) zoning designation.

Applicable Land Development Code

Sec. 4.3.25. - Telecommunications towers and antennas.

A. Purpose and intent. ...
B. Location priority:

(1) It is recognized that different wireless telecommunication services and providers have
distinct geographical areas in which they must be located to provide their service, but it
is also recognized that there is usually some flexibility in the type of antenna and type of
support structure on which the antenna is to be located. Therefore, all antennas and towers
subject to this section shall to the extent possible be located in accordance with the
following prioritization of types of facilities and sites:

(a) Antennas on existing towers.
(b)  Antennas on existing antenna support structures.

(c) Antennas on modified or reconstructed towers designed to accommodate the
collocation of additional carriers as set forth in Section 4.3.25.G(4) and (5).

(d) Towers and antennas on limited replacement/modified light standards, power poles,
or other such Antenna Support Structures in a non-residential zoning district (zoning
districts other than R-1, R-2, R-3, R-4, RE and Residential PUD).

(e) Towers on property controlled and used by a governmental or quasi-governmental
entity.
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(f) New construction

Vertical Bridge respectfully requests to construct a 154’ monopole style tower on property
zoned General Agriculture. There are no existing towers or tall structures in the area that
T-Mobile can collocate upon. Please see Sheet C-1 as well as the enclosed RF package.

C. Permitted use....

D. Special Use Permit (SUP). No person shall erect or modify an antenna or an antenna support
structure, construct a new tower, or modify an existing tower without first obtaining a SUP
pursuant to this section, or an administrative permit as set forth herein. The Board is under no
obligation to approve a SUP application unless and until the applicant meets their burden of
demonstrating that the proposed use will not adversely affect the public interest, the proposed
use is consistent with the Comprehensive Plan and the proposed use is compatible with land
uses in the surrounding area. The Board's determination shall be based on substantial and
competent evidence, documentation and testimony received at the public hearing including
but not limited to the recommendation of the County Growth Services staff, the
recommendation of the Planning and Zoning Commission, information and recommendation
of County engineering consultants, information from the applicant and any party in support
or opposition, or their respective representatives. In addition, the Board shall consider the
following factors in determining whether to issue a SUP for a new tower, although the Board
may waive or reduce the burden on the applicant of one or more of these criteria if the Board
concludes that the goals of this section are better served thereby.

(1) Height of the proposed tower; surrounding topography; surrounding tree coverage and
foliage; nature of uses on adjacent and nearby properties; proposed ingress and egress;
and availability of suitable existing towers and other structures as set forth in this section.

The Monopole’s design, with a single dull gray support pole with no guy wires or iron works
extending out from it, will minimize the structure’s visibility during the day. The Monopole
will be completely dark at night. The Monopole will be 154’ AGL, which is the minimum
height T-Mobile needs in order to solve the gap in service. The Monopole’s siting, in the
Northwest portion of the property, on the edge of a stand of mature trees on the property,
maximizes the Monopole’s buffering from neighboring uses to the West, South, and East.
The siting also takes advantage of additional open space on the parent parcel to the North,
which borders Highway 316. Mature trees are scattered along the Highway 316 frontage.
Mature three canopy exists extensively throughout the area, both on parcels and at property
lines, which breaks up the area’s viewsheds and helps further buffer the Monopole from
neighboring uses. Please see the enclosed site plan set and T-Mobile’s RF package.

(2) Proximity of the tower to residential structures and residential subdivision boundaries,
including the amount of the tower that can be viewed from surrounding residential zones
in conjunction with its proximity (distance) to the residential zone, mitigation
landscaping, existing character of surrounding area, or other visual options proposed by
the applicant;

The Monopole’s design, with a single dull gray support pole with no guy wires or iron works
extending out from it, will minimize the structure’s visibility during the day. The Monopole
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will be completely dark at night. The Monopole will be 154° AGL, which is the minimum
height T-Mobile needs in order to solve the gap in service. The Monopole’s siting, in the
Northwest portion of the property, on the edge of a stand of mature trees on the property,
maximizes the Monopole’s buffering from neighboring uses to the West, South, and East.
The siting also takes advantage of additional open space on the parent parcel to the North,
which borders Highway 316. Mature trees are scattered along the Highway 316 frontage.
Mature three canopy exists extensively throughout the area, both on parcels and at property
lines, which breaks up the area’s viewsheds and helps further buffer the Monopole from
neighboring uses. Please see the enclosed site plan set and T-Mobile’s RF package.

(3) Proximity of the tower to public and private airports, including but not limited to the
effect on the airport traffic pattern and visual and instrument approaches, orientation to
the runway heading and type and volume of aircraft traffic operating at the airport.

The nearest airport is Paniola Ai Ranch, which is approximately 1.37 miles to the Northeast
that has a runway that is generally aligned from North, Northeast to South, Southwest. The
Vertical Bridge’s airspace study shows that the Monopole will not be a hazard to any aircraft
navigation in the area. Please see the enclosed Airspace Study.

(4) Design of the tower, with particular reference to design characteristics that have the
effect of reducing or eliminating visual obtrusiveness, including the extent to which the
tower is designed and located to be compatible with the nature and character of other land
uses and/or with the environment within which the tower proposes to locate, the tower
may be placed, designed or camouflaged to assist with mitigating the overall aesthetic
impact of a tower.

The Monopole’s design, with a single dull gray support pole with no guy wires or iron works
extending out from it, will minimize the structure’s visibility during the day. The Monopole
will be 154> AGL, which is the minimum height T-Mobile needs in order to solve the gap in
service. The Monopole will be completely dark at night. Please see Sheet C-1.3 as well as
the enclosed RF package and Airspace Study.

(5) No new tower shall be permitted unless the applicant demonstrates to the reasonable
satisfaction of the Board that no existing tower or antenna support structure can
accommodate the applicant's proposed antenna. Evidence submitted to demonstrate that
no existing tower or antenna support structure can accommodate the applicant's proposed
antenna must be submitted with the application and may consist of any of the following:

(a) No existing towers or antenna support structures are located within the geographic
area required to meet applicant's engineering requirements.

(b) Existing towers or antenna support structures are not of sufficient height to meet
applicant's engineering requirements.

(c)  Existing towers or antenna support structures do not have sufficient structural
strength to support applicant's proposed antenna and related equipment.
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(d)  The applicant's proposed antenna would cause electromagnetic interference with
the antenna on the existing towers or antenna support structure, or the antenna on the
existing towers or antenna support structures would cause interference with the
applicant's proposed antenna.

(e) The fees, costs, or contractual provisions required by the owner in order to share an
existing tower or antenna support structure or to adapt an existing tower or antenna
support structure for sharing are unreasonable. Costs exceeding new tower
development are presumed to be unreasonable.

(f) The applicant demonstrates that there are other limiting factors that render existing
towers and antenna support structures unsuitable.

T-Mobile needs a 154’ tall tower to achieve the height necessary to meet its RF objectives.
The nearest tower is located 3.19 miles, to the East, which T-Mobile is working on collocating
upon to solve a gap in service further east along Highway 316. Further, there are no other
towers or tall structures in the area that will be able to support T-Mobile’s antennas. Please
see Sheet C-1.3 as well as the enclosed RF package.

E. Development standards. The following development standards shall govern the application,
consideration and issuance of administrative and SUPs. The applicant shall comply with the
following conditions, unless the applicant can demonstrate that the goals of this section are
better served by the waiver of these requirements.

(1) Setbacks and Locational Requirements. The following requirements shall apply to all
towers including towers allowed as a permitted use under Section 4.3.25.C; provided,
however, that the Board may reduce the requirements if the goals of this section would
be better served thereby.

(a) Setbacks from Parent Property Lines. Tower setbacks shall be measured from the
base of the tower to the property lines of the parent parcel. The tower owner shall
provide a lease or deed or recorded fall zone easement covering the certified fall
radius, and all towers shall be located on a parcel in such a manner that in the event
of collapse, the tower structure and its supporting devices shall be contained within
the confines of the property lines of the parent parcel. The fall radius of the tower
shall be determined and certified by a Florida Licensed Engineer. Structural Support
devices such as peripheral anchors, guy wires or other supporting devices shall be
located no closer than 25 feet from any property line of the parent parcel.

The Monopole will be designed with a 124’ fall zone radius. In the unlikely event of a
structural failure, the Monopole will not collapse, but rather, fold over upon itself and be
completely contained within the engineered 124’ radius. Additionally, the Monopole and its
compound will be setback as follows:

(2) Collocation. All new towers shall be designed and constructed to allow collocation of a
minimum of two antennas for monopoles and four antennas for other towers. The tower
owner/operator shall submit executed collocation agreements or binding letters of intent
for each collocation as support for granting the permit to locate the tower, if any.
Collocation agreements or binding letters of intent shall be in a form acceptable to the
Growth Services Director that shall provide that each of the additional users will be

The Monopole will be designed to collocate up to 4 sets of antennas. T-Mobile will occupy
the anchor space at the top and the other 3 will be made available at market rates. Therefore,
the Monopole exceed this requirement of the Code. Please see Sheets C-1.3 and C-1.4 as well
as the enclosed Colocation Affidavit.

Tower Clustering. Application for tower clustering shall be filed with the Growth
Services Department and shall include a site plan showing the location and fall zone
radius of each tower. The Growth Services Department shall prepare and forward a
recommendation and supporting documents to the Board. The Board may approve or
deny such site for tower clustering by adoption of a resolution, provided however, if one
or more of the towers require a SUP, the resolution of approval shall be subject to issuance
of the necessary SUP. Unless otherwise approved by the Board, towers shall be separated
from each other a minimum distance equal to the certified fall radius.

The opposite is true; the Monopole will prevent tower clustering as it will be designed to
collocate up to 4 carriers. As such it will reduce the need for additional towers in the area.
Please see Sheets C-1.3 and C-1.4 as well as the enclosed Colocation Affidavit.

(4)

Landscaping and buffers. Landscaping of tower electrical control equipment facilities
shall apply to those sites which are adjacent to or within 330 feet (straight line distance)
of a residence or development. A planting area a minimum of four feet wide, around the
outside perimeter of the fence around the tower compound shall be established. The area
shall be planted with a hedge of native or ornamental evergreen shrubs at least 30 inches
in height at planting and capable of growing to at least 40 inches in height within the first
growing season. Plants shall be mulched using two inches of material. A drip or low
volume/pressure irrigation system or other alternative means of insuring hearty growth
of vegetation shall be utilized. These plant materials shall be designed and placed to
effectively screen the view of the tower compound from adjacent property. Ornamental
trees may be included in the design to achieve this goal. Landscape buffering on the parent
parcel shall be installed along the portion of the parent parcel boundaries between the
tower and off-site residentially zoned property as necessary to buffer residential property
when vegetative buffers are non-existent or provide insufficient screening. Plant materials
shall be designed and placed to screen the view of the tower compound. Ornamental trees
may be included in the design to achieve this goal. Existing mature tree growth and
natural land forms on the property shall be protected and preserved to the maximum
extent possible. New trees shall be a minimum of two inches DBH and shall be container
grown. Shrubs shall be a minimum of 18—24 inches in height. Plants shall be mulched
using two inches of material. All plant material shall be maintained in perpetuity
following final inspection and approval. Replacements shall be made annually and
coordinated with the Growth Services Director or his designee. The Board may require a
greater buffer where appropriate or waive or modify any or all of these requirements if
the goals of this section would be better served thereby.

Vertical Bridge will provide the Code required landscape buffer around the perimeter of the
Monopole’s compound. Please see Sheet L-1.

(5) Lighting. Towers shall not be artificially lighted except as required by the Federal
Aviation Administration (FAA) or other applicable authority. If lighting is required, the
County shall review the available lighting alternatives and approve the design that will
cause the least disturbance to the surrounding views, including but not limited to
installation of bottom shielding on all lights.

The Monopole will be completely dark at night. Please see Sheet C-1.3 as well as the enclosed
Airspace Study.

(6) Color. Towers shall either maintain a galvanized steel finish, or concrete, or be painted
a color so as to reduce visual obtrusiveness, subject to any applicable standards of the
FAA, except for camouflage towers. The wiring conduit and coaxial cable shall be
designed or painted to reduce visual obtrusiveness.

The Monopole will have a galvanized grey finish, which will allow it to better blend with the
background sky. Please see Sheet C-1.3.

(7) Buildings. At the tower site, the design of the building and related structures shall, to
the extent possible, use materials, colors, textures, screening, and landscaping that will
blend the tower facilities to the natural setting and built environment. Outdoor storage is
not permitted at a tower site.

The Monopole’s design, with a single dull gray support pole with no guy wires or iron works
extending out from it, will minimize the structure’s visibility during the day. The Monopole
will be 154> AGL, which is the minimum height T-Mobile needs in order to solve the gap in
service. The Monopole will be completely dark at night. The Monopole’s compound will be
enclosed by an 8’ tall opaque wood fence and will be occupied by equipment cabinets, which
are roughly the size of a traffic light cabinet. Vertical Bridge will not use the compound for
outdoor storage. Please see Sheets C-1.1, C-1.3, and C-2.0, as well as the enclosed RF package
and Airspace Study.

(8) Antenna. If an antenna is installed on a structure other than a tower, the antenna and
supporting electrical and mechanical equipment must be of a color that is identical to, or
closely compatible with, the color of the supporting structure so as to make the antenna
and related equipment as visually unobtrusive as possible.

N/A. Vertical Beidge is proposing a monopole style telecommunication tower.

(9) Signage. No signage shall be allowed on any tower, except as required for public safety
purposes, or by the Federal Communication Commission (FCC).

The only signage will be No Trespassing, Site Identification, and FCC Safety Placarding.
Please see Sheet C-2.2.
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(10)  Security fencing. Towers shall be enclosed by security fencing not less than six feet in
height and shall also be equipped with an appropriate anti-climbing device; provided,
however, that the Board may waive such requirements, as it deems appropriate.

Vertical Bridge respectfully proposes to enclose the Monopole’s compound with an 8 opaque
wood fence, which will both secure the compound and provide additional buffering beyond
the Code required landscape buffer. Please see Sheets C-1.5 and C-2.0.

(11) Inventory of existing sites. In order to encourage collocation of facilities, the Growth
Services Department shall maintain a current map of all existing towers and all antenna
support structures on which an antenna has been located. To prepare and maintain such a
map, at the time of its first application after the effective date of this ordinance, each
applicant for an antenna and or new tower shall provide to the Growth Services
Department an update of the inventory of the communications company's existing towers
and antennas and approved towers that are either within Marion County or within one-
quarter mile of the border thereof including municipal boundaries, including specific
information about the location (including longitude, latitude, and State Plane
Coordinates), height, and design of each tower. The Growth Services Department may
share such information with other applicants applying for administrative approvals or
SUPs under this ordinance or other organizations seeking to locate towers or antennas
within the jurisdiction of the Board, provided, however, that the Growth Services
Department is not, by sharing such information, in any way representing or warranting
that such sites are available or suitable.

Please see the enclosed T-Mobile RF Package.

(12)  Federal requirements. All towers must meet or exceed current standards and
regulations of the FAA, the FCC, and any other agency of the federal government with
the authority to regulate towers and antennas. If, upon inspection, the Board concludes
that a tower fails to comply with such codes and standards and constitutes a danger to
persons or property, then upon notice being provided to the owner of the tower, the owner
shall have 30 days to bring such tower into compliance with such standards. If the owner
fails to bring such tower into compliance within said 30 days, the Board may remove such
tower at the expense of the owner and/or landowner.

The Monopole will comply with applicable Federal requirements. Please see the enclosed
Airspace Study.

(13) Building Codes; Safety Standards. To ensure the structural integrity of towers, the
owner of a tower constructed after April 28, 1998 shall ensure that it is constructed and
maintained in compliance with EIA/TIA 222-E Standard, as published by the Electronic
Industries Association, which may be amended from time to time, and all standards
contained in the County building code and the applicable standards for towers that are
published by the Electronic Industries Association, as amended from time to time. If,
upon inspection, the Board concludes that a tower fails to comply with such codes and
standards and constitutes a danger to persons or property, then upon notice being provided
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to the owner of the tower, the owner shall have 30 days to bring such tower into
compliance with such standards. If the owner fails to bring such tower into compliance
within said 30 days, the Board may remove such tower at the expense of the owner and/or
landowner.

Public notice. For purposes of this section, any SUP for a tower shall require public
notice to all abutting property owners and all owners of property that are located within
500 feet of the perimeter of the parent parcel upon which the proposed communication
tower is located, including municipalities within one mile of the proposed site and notice
to owners of private and public airports within a two-mile radius of the proposed site.
Failure of a municipality to respond within 30 days after notification shall be interpreted
as no objection.

F.  Permit application. An applicant requesting a new tower permit, a permit to modify an
existing tower, or a permit for a new antenna on an antenna support structure or a tower shall
include the following:

(1)

Information Required. Each applicant requesting a SUP shall submit a complete
application as set forth herein, including a scaled site plan and a scaled elevation view
and other supporting drawings, calculations, and other documentation, signed and sealed
by appropriate licensed professionals, showing the location (including longitude, latitude
and State Plane Coordinates) and dimensions of all improvements, including information
concerning topography, radio frequency coverage, geographical area required to meet
applicant's engineering requirements (applicant's search ring), tower height requirements,
setbacks, drives, parking, fencing, landscaping, adjacent uses, and other information
deemed by the Board to be necessary to assess compliance with this section. Any
information of an engineering nature that the applicant submits, whether civil,
mechanical, or electrical shall be certified by a licensed professional engineer. For new
towers only, a site plan (20 copies) drawn to scale. The Growth Services Director shall
provide a checklist of items required for the site plan. The site plan shall also include the
criteria pursuant to this section.

OPTION AND LEASE AGREEMENT

THIS OPTION AND LEASE AGREEMENT (this “Agreement”) is made this [5‘} & day
of MO‘Y 5 2025_ (the “Effective Date”), by and between Ron S. Adams
and Shirley Ems, husband and wife (“Landlord”™), whose address is 4390 E Highway 316, Citra, FL
32113, and VB BTS I, LL.C, a Delaware limited liability company (“Tenant”), whose address is 750 Park
of Commerce Drive, Suite 200, Boca Raton, Florida 33487.

WHEREAS, Landlord owns certain real property located in the County of Marion, in the State or
Commonwealth of Florida, that is more particularly described and/or depicted in Exhibit 1 attached hereto
(the “Property™); and,

WHEREAS, Tenant desires to lease from Landlord a certain portion of the Property measuring
approximately 100' x 100' (approximately 10,000 square feet) and to obtain easements for guy wires, guy
anchors, landscape buffer, utilities and access, as applicable (collectively, the “Premises”), which Premises
is more particularly described and/or depicted in Exhibit 2 attached hereto, for the placement of
Communications Facilities (defined below).

NOW THEREFORE, for good and valuable consideration, the receipt and sufficiency of which
are hereby acknowledged, the parties hereto agree:

1. OPTION TO LEASE.

(a) As of the Effective Date, Landlord grants to Tenant the exclusive option to lease the
Premises (the “Option”) during the Option Period (defined below). At any time during the Option Period
and Term (defined below), Tenant and its agents, engineers, surveyors and other representatives will have
the right to enter upon the Property to inspect, examine, conduct soil borings, drainage testing, material
sampling, and other geological or engineering tests or studies of the Property (collectively, the “Tests”), to
apply for and obtain licenses, permits, approvals, or other relief required of or deemed necessary or
appropriate at Tenant’s sole discretion for its use of the Premises including, without limitation, applications
for zoning variances, zoning ordinances, amendments, special use permits, construction permits and any
other permits and approvals deemed necessary by Tenant (collectively, the “Government Approvals”),
initiate the ordering and/or scheduling of necessary utilities, obtain a title report with respect to the Property,
and otherwise to do those things on or off the Property that, in the opinion of Tenant, are necessary in
Tenant’s sole discretion to determine the physical condition of the Property, the environmental history of
the Property, and the feasibility or suitability of the Property for Tenant’s permitted use under this
Agreement, all at Tenant’s expense. Tenant shall be authorized to apply for the Government Approvals on
behalf of Landlord and Landlord agrees to reasonably cooperate with such applications. Tenant will not be
liable to Landlord or any third party on account of any pre-existing defect or condition on or with respect
to the Property, whether or not such defect or condition is disclosed by Tenant’s Tests. Tenant will restore
the Property to its condition as it existed prior to conducting any Tests, reasonable wear and tear and
casualty not caused by Tenant excepted. In addition, Tenant shall indemnify, defend and hold Landlord
harmless from and against any and all injury, loss, damage or claims arising directly out of Tenant’s Tests.
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b The Option Period will be for an initial term of twenty-four (24) months from the Effective
Date (the “Initial Option Period”) and may be renewed by Tenant for twenty-four (24) additional months
(the “Renewal Option Period”) upon written notification to Landlord prior to the expiration date of the
Initial Option Period. Unless utilized independently, the Initial Option Period and any Renewal Option
Period shall be referred to collectively as the “Option Period.”

(©) Tenant may exercise the Option at any time during the Option Period by delivery of written
notice to Landlord (the “Notice of Exercise of Option”). The Notice of Exercise of Option shall set forth
the commencement date (the “Commencement Date”) of the Initial Term (defined below). If Tenant does
not provide a Notice of Exercise of Option during the Option Period, this Agreement will terminate, and
the parties will have no further liability to each other.

(d During the Option Period or the Term, Landlord shall not take any action to change the
zoning status or land use of the Property which would diminish, impair, or adversely affect the use of the
Premises by Tenant for its permitted uses hereunder.

2. TERM.

(a) Effective as of the Commencement Date, Landlord leases the Premises to Tenant subject
to the terms and conditions of this Agreement for an initial term of five (5) years (the “Initial Term™).

()] Tenant shall have the option to extend the Initial Term for nine (9) successive terms of five
(5) years each (each a “Renewal Term”). Each Renewal Term shall commence automatically, unless
Tenant delivers notice to Landlord, not less than thirty (30) days prior to the end of the then-current Initial
Term or Renewal Term, as applicable, of Tenant’s intent not to renew. For purposes of this Agreement,
“Term” shall mean the Initial Term and any applicable Renewal Term(s).

3. RENT.

(a) Beginning on the first (1*) day of the third (3") month after the Commencement Date
(“Rent Commencement Date”), Tenant shall pay to Landlord a monthly rent payment of One Thousand
Two Hundred Dollars ($1,200.00) (“Rent™) at the address set forth in Section 29 below on or before the
fifth (5th) day of each calendar month in advance. The initial payment of Rent will be forwarded by Tenant
to Landlord within thirty (30) days after the Rent Commencement Date.

(b) The Rent shall increase by 2.00% annually on each anniversary of the Rent
Commencement Date.

4. TAXES. Tenant shall pay any personal property taxes assessed on, or any portion of such taxes
attributable to, the Communications Facilities located on the Premises. Landlord shall pay when due all
real property taxes and all other fees and assessments attributable to the Property and the Premises. Tenant
shall pay as additional rent any increase in real property taxes levied against the Premises, which are directly
attributable to Tenant’s use of the Premises (but not, however, taxes attributable to periods prior to the
Commencement Date such as roll-back or greenbelt assessments) if Landlord furnishes proof of such
increase to Tenant (such increase, the “Landlord Tax Reimbursement”). In the event that Landlord fails
to pay when due any taxes affecting the Premises or any easement relating to the Premises, Tenant shall
have the right, but not the obligation, to pay such taxes and any applicable interest, penalties or similar
charges, and deduct the full amount of the taxes and such charges paid by Tenant on Landlord’s behalf from
future installments of Rent. Notwithstanding the foregoing, Tenant shall not have the obligation to pay any
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tax, assessment, or charge that Tenant is disputing in good faith in appropriate proceedings prior to a final
determination that such tax is properly assessed, provided that no lien attaches to the Property. In addition,
Tenant shall not have the obligation to pay or reimburse Landlord for the Landlord Tax Reimbursement if
Landlord has not provided proof of such amount and demand therefor within one (1) year of the date such
amount is due and payable by Landlord.

5. USE. The Premises are being leased for the purpose of erecting, installing, operating, maintaining,
repairing and replacing radio or communications towers, transmitting and receiving equipment, antennas,
dishes, satellite dishes, mounting structures, equipment shelters and buildings, solar energy conversion and
electrical power generation system, fencing and other supporting structures and related equipment
including, without limitation, guy wires and guy anchors, if applicable (collectively, the “Communications
Facilities”), and to alter, supplement and/or modify same. Tenant may, subject to the foregoing, make any
improvements, alterations or modifications to the Premises as are deemed appropriate by Tenant for the
permitted use herein. Tenant shall have the right to clear the Premises of any trees, vegetation, or
undergrowth which interferes with the use of the Premises for the intended purposes by Tenant and/or its
subtenants and licensees, as applicable. Tenant shall have the exclusive right to install and operate the
Communications Facilities upon the Premises.

6. ACCESS AND UTILITIES. During the Term, Tenant and its guests, agents, employees,
customers, invitees, subtenants, licensees and assigns shall have the unrestricted, exclusive right to use, and
shall have free and unfettered access to, the Premises seven (7) days a week, twenty-four (24) hours a day.
Landlord for itself, its successors and assigns, hereby grants and conveys unto Tenant, its customers,
employees, agents, invitees, subtenants, licensees, successors and assigns a non-exclusive easement
throughout the Term to a public right of way (a) for ingress and egress, and (b) for the construction,
installation, operation, maintenance, repair and replacement of overhead and underground electric and other
utility facilities (including fiber, backhaul, wires, poles, guys, cables, conduits and appurtenant equipment),
with the right to reconstruct, improve, add to, enlarge, change and remove such facilities, over, across and
through any easement for the benefit of and access to the Premises, subject to the terms and conditions
herein set forth. Landlord agrees to obtain the required access and utility easements to the Premises from
a public right of way up to and including negotiating and obtaining such access and utility rights from any
applicable neighbor parcel and/or coordinating with Tenant’s efforts to obtain same. If there are utilities
already existing on the Premises which serve the Premises, Tenant may utilize such utilities and services.
The rights granted to Tenant herein shall also include the right to partially assign its rights hereunder to any
public or private utility company or authority to facilitate the uses contemplated herein, and all other rights
and privileges reasonably necessary for Tenant’s safe and efficient use and enjoyment of the easements for
the purposes described above. Upon Tenant’s request, Landlord shall execute and deliver to Tenant
requisite recordable documents evidencing the easements contemplated hereunder within fifteen (15) days
of Tenant’s request, and Landlord shall obtain the consent and joinder of Landlord’s mortgagee to any such
grant, if applicable.

7. EQUIPMENT, FIXTURES AND REMOVAL. The Communications Facilities shall at all times
be the personal property of Tenant and/or its subtenants and licensees, as applicable. Tenant or its
customers, subtenants or licensees shall have the right to erect, install, maintain, repair, replace and operate
on the Premises such equipment, structures, fixtures, signs, and personal property as Tenant, its customers,
subtenants or licensees may deem necessary or appropriate, and such property, including the equipment,
structures, fixtures, signs, and personal property currently on the Premises, shall not be deemed to be part
of the Premises, but shall remain the property of Tenant or its customers, subtenants or licensees. Within
ninety (90) days after the expiration or earlier termination of this Agreement (the “Removal Period™),
Tenant, customers, subtenants or licensees shall remove its improvements and personal property and restore
the Premises to grade and perform all obligations under this Agreement during the Removal Period,
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including, without limitation, the payment of Rent at the rate in effect upon the expiration or termination of
this Agreement.

8. ASSIGNMENT AND SUBLEASE. Tenant may assign this Agreement to any person or entity,
including Lender (defined below), at any time without the prior written consent of Landlord. Upon such
assignment, Tenant will be relieved and released of all obligations and liabilities hereunder. Tenant shall
have the exclusive right to sublease or grant licenses without Landlord’s consent to use all or part of the
Premises and/or the Communications Facilities, but no such sublease or license shall relieve or release
Tenant from its obligations under this Agreement. Landlord may assign this Agreement only in its entirety
and only to any person or entity who or which acquires fee title to the Property, subject to Section 15.
Landlord may not subdivide the Property without Tenant’s prior written consent.

9. COVENANTS, WARRANTIES AND REPRESENTATIONS.

(a) Landlord warrants and represents that it is the owner in fee simple of the Property, free and
clear of all liens and encumbrances except as to those which may have been disclosed to Tenant in writing
prior to the execution hereof, and that it alone has full right to lease the Premises for the Term.

(b) Landlord shall pay promptly, when due, any other amounts or sums due and owing with
respect to its ownership and operation of the Property, including, without limitation, judgments, taxes, liens,
mortgage payments and other similar encumbrances. If Landlord fails to make any payments required
under this Agreement, or breaches any other obligation or covenant under this Agreement, Tenant may
(without obligation), after providing ten (10) days written notice to Landlord, make such payment or
perform such obligation on behalf of Landlord and offset such payment (including any reasonable
attorneys’ fees incurred in connection with Tenant performing such obligation) against payments of Rent.

© Landlord shall not do or knowingly permit anything that will interfere with or negate any
special use permit or approval pertaining to the Premises or cause Tenant’s use of the Premises to be in
nonconformance with applicable local, state, or federal laws. Landlord shall cooperate with Tenant in any
effort by Tenant to obtain certificates, permits, licenses and other approvals that may be required by any
governmental authorities. Landlord agrees to execute any necessary applications, consents or other
documents as may be reasonably necessary for Tenant to apply for and obtain the Government Approvals
required to use and maintain the Premises and the Communications Facilities.

(d) To the best of Landlord’s knowledge, Landiord has complied and shall comply with all
laws with respect to the Property. No asbestos-containing thermal insulation or products containing PCB,
formaldehyde, chlordane, or heptachlor or other hazardous materials have been placed on or in the Property
by Landlord or, to the knowledge of Landlord, by any prior owner or user of the Property. There has been
no release of or contamination by hazardous materials on the Property by Landlord, or to the knowledge of
Landlord, any prior owner or user of the Property.

(e) Tenant shall have access to all utilities required for the operation of Tenant’s improvements
on the Premises that are existing on the Property.

® Landlord warrants and represents that there currently exist no licenses, sublicenses, or other
agreements, written or oral, granting to any party or parties the right of use or occupancy of any portion of
the Property; there are no outstanding options or rights of first refusal to purchase the Property or any
portion thereof or interest therein, or any equity or interest in Landlord if Landlord is an entity; and there
are no parties (other than Landlord) in possession of the Property except as to those that may have been
disclosed to Tenant in writing prior to the execution hereof.
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10. HOLD OVER TENANCY. Should Tenant or any assignee, sublessee or licensee of Tenant hold
over the Premises or any part thereof after the expiration of this Agreement, such holdover shall constitute
and be construed as a tenancy from month-to-month only, but otherwise upon the same terms and
conditions.

11. INDEMNITIES. Each party agrees to indemnify, defend and hold harmless the other party, its
parent company or other affiliates, successors, assigns, officers, directors, shareholders, managers,
members, agents and employees (collectively, “Indemnified Persons”) from and against all claims,
actions, judgments, damages, liabilities, losses, expenses and costs (including, without limitation,
reasonable attorneys’ fees and court costs) (collectively, “Losses™) caused by or arising out of (a) such
party’s breach of any of its obligations, covenants, representations or warranties contained herein, or (b)
such party’s acts or omissions with regard to this Agreement; provided, however, in no event shall a party
indemnify the other party for any such Losses to the extent arising from the gross negligence or willful
misconduct of the party seeking indemnification. However, in the event of an Indemnified Person’s
contributory negligence or other fault, the Indemnified Person shall not be indemnified hereunder to the
extent that the Indemnified Person’s negligence or other fault caused such Losses. Tenant will indemnify
Landlord from and against any mechanic’s liens or liens of contractors and subcontractors engaged by or
through Tenant.

12. WAIVERS.

(a) Landlord hereby waives any and all lien rights it may have, statutory or otherwise, in and
to the Communications Facilities or any portion thereof, regardless of whether or not such is deemed real
or personal property under applicable laws. Landlord will not assert any claim whatsoever against Tenant
for loss of anticipatory profits or any other indirect, special, incidental or consequential damages incurred
by Landlord as a result of the construction, maintenance, operation or use of the Premises by Tenant.

(b) EACH PARTY HERETO WAIVES ANY AND ALL CLAIMS AGAINST THE OTHER
FOR ANY LOSS, COST, DAMAGE, EXPENSE, INJURY OR OTHER LIABILITY WHICH IS IN THE
NATURE OF INDIRECT, SPECIAL, INCIDENTAL, PUNITIVE OR CONSEQUENTIAL DAMAGES
WHICH ARE SUFFERED OR INCURRED AS THE RESULT OF, ARISE OUT OF, OR ARE IN ANY
WAY CONNECTED TO THE PERFORMANCE OF THE OBLIGATIONS UNDER THIS
AGREEMENT.

13. INSURANCE. Tenant shall insure against property damage and bodily injury arising by reason of
occurrences on or about the Premises in the amount of not less than $1,000,000. The insurance coverage
provided for herein may be maintained pursuant to master policies of insurance covering other
communications facilities of Tenant and its corporate affiliates. All insurance policies required to be
maintained by Tenant hereunder shall be with responsible insurance companies, authorized to do business
in the State or Commonwealth where the Premises are located if required by law, and shall provide for
cancellation only upon ten (10) days’ prior written notice to Landlord. Tenant shall evidence such insurance
coverage by delivering to Landlord, if requested, a copy of a certificate of insurance of such policies issued
by the insurance companies underwriting such risks.

14, INTERFERENCE. During the Option Period and the Term, Landlord, its successors and assigns,
will not grant any ground lease, license, or easement with respect to the Property (outside of the Premises)
and any property adjacent or contiguous to the Property or in the immediate vicinity of the Property that is
fee owned by Landlord: (a) for any of the uses contemplated in Section 5 herein; or (b) if such lease,
license, or easement would detrimentally impact the Communications Facilities or Tenant’s economic
opportunities at the Premises, or the use thereof. Landlord shall not cause or permit the construction of
communications or broadcast towers or structures, fiber optic backhaul facilities, or satellite facilities on
the Property or on any other property of Landlord adjacent or contiguous to or in the immediate vicinity of
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the Property, except for the Communications Facilities constructed by Tenant. Landlord and Tenant intend
by this Agreement for Tenant (and persons deriving rights by, through, or under Tenant) to be the sole
parties to market, use, or sublease any portion of the Property for Communications Facilities during the
Option Period and the Term. Landlord agrees that this restriction on the use of the Property is commercially
reasonable, not an undue burden on Landlord, not injurious to the public interest, and shall be specifically
enforceable by Tenant (and persons deriving rights by, through or under Tenant) in a court of competent
jurisdiction. The foregoing restriction shall run with the land and be binding on the successors and assigns
of Landlord.

15. RIGHT OF FIRST REFUSAL. In the event that Landlord determines to sell, transfer, license or
otherwise convey any interest, whether fee simple interest, easement interest, leasehold, or otherwise, and
whether direct or indirect by way of transfer of ownership interests in Landlord if Landlord is an entity,
which interest underlies or affects any or all of the Premises (the “ROFR Property™) to any third party,
during the Option Period or Term, Landlord shall send a written notice to Tenant in accordance with Section
29 below that shall contain an offer to Tenant of a right of first refusal to purchase the Premises (or such
larger portion of the Property that encompasses the Premises, if applicable) or such interest proposed to be
conveyed. Landlord shall provide a copy of any offer to purchase or acquire, or any executed purchase
agreement or letter of intent (each, an “Offer”), to Tenant which copy shall include, at a minimum, the
purchase or acquisition price, proposed closing date, and financing terms (collectively, the “Minimum
Terms”). Within thirty (30) days of receipt of such Offer, Tenant shall provide written notice to Landlord
of Tenant’s election to purchase the ROFR Property on the same Minimum Terms; provided, the closing
date shall be no sooner than sixty (60) days after Tenant’s purchase election notice; and further provided
that given Landlord’s direct relationship and access to Tenant, Tenant shall not be responsible for payment
of any broker fees associated with an exercise of Tenant’s rights to acquire the ROFR Property. In such
event, Landlord agrees to sell the ROFR Property to Tenant subject to Tenant’s payment of the purchase
price and compliance with a purchase and sale agreement to be negotiated in good faith between Landlord
and Tenant. If Tenant provides written notice that it does not elect to exercise its rights of first refusal to
purchase the ROFR Property, or if Tenant does not provide notice of its election within the thirty (30) day
period, Tenant shall be deemed to have waived such right of first refusal only with respect to the specific
Offer presented (and any subsequent Offers shall again be subject to Tenant’s continuing right of first
refusal hereunder), and Landlord shall be permitted to consummate the sale of the ROFR Property in
accordance with the strict terms of the Offer (“Permitted Sale”). If Landlord does not consummate the
Permitted Sale within ninety (90) days of the date of Tenant’s waiver of its rights of first refusal, such Offer
shall be deemed to have lapsed.

16. SECURITY. The parties recognize and agree that Tenant shall have the right to safeguard and
protect its improvements located upon or within the Premises. Consequently, Tenant may elect, at its
expense, to construct such enclosures and/or fences as Tenant reasonably determines to be necessary to
secure the Communications Facilities. Tenant may also undertake any other appropriate means to restrict
access to the Communications Facilities including, without limitation, if applicable, installing security
systems, locks and posting signs for security purposes and as may otherwise be required by law.

17. FORCE MAJEURE. The time for performance by Landlord or Tenant of any term, provision, or
covenant of this Agreement shall be deemed extended by time lost due to delays resulting from acts of God,
strikes, civil riots, floods, pandemics, material or labor restrictions by governmental authority, government
shutdowns, quarantines, and/or other disease control measures and any other cause not within the control
of Landlord or Tenant, as the case may be.
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18. CONDEMNATION; CASUALTY.

(a) In the event Landlord receives any notice of any condemnation proceedings, or other
proceedings in the nature of eminent domain related to the Property or the Premises, it will forthwith send
a copy of such notice to Tenant. If all or any part of the Premises is taken by eminent domain, Tenant may,
upon written notice to Landlord, elect to terminate this Agreement, whereupon neither party shall have any
further liability or obligation hereunder. Notwithstanding any provision of this Agreement to the contrary,
in the event of condemnation of all or any part of the Premises, Landlord and Tenant shall be entitled to
separate awards with respect to the Premises, in the amount determined by the court conducting such
condemnation proceedings based upon Landlord’s and Tenant’s respective interests in the Premises. If a
separate condemnation award is not determined by such court, Landlord shall permit Tenant to participate
in the allocation and distribution of the award. In no event shall the condemnation award to Landlord
exceed the unimproved value of the Premises, without taking into account the improvements located
thereon.

(b) In case of damage to the Premises or the Communications Facilities by fire or other
casualty, Landlord shall, at its expense, cause any damage to the Property (excluding the Communications
Facilities) to be repaired to a condition as nearly as practicable to that existing prior to the damage, with
reasonable speed and diligence, subject to delays which may arise by reason of adjustment of loss under
insurance policies, governmental regulations, and for delays beyond the control of Landlord, including a
force majeure. Landlord shall coordinate with Tenant as to the completion of Landlord’s work to restore
the Property so as not to adversely impact Tenant’s use of the Premises and the Communications Facilities.
Landlord shall not be liable for any inconvenience or annoyance to Tenant, or injury to Tenant’s business
or for any consequential damages resulting in any way from such damage or the repair thereof, except to
the extent and for the time that the Communications Facilities or the Premises are thereby rendered unusable
for Tenant’s intended purpose the Rent shall proportionately abate. In the event the damage shall be so
extensive that Tenant shall decide, in its sole discretion, not to repair or rebuild the Communications
Facilities, or if the casualty shall not be of a type insured against under standard fire policies with extended
type coverage, or if the holder of any mortgage, deed of trust or similar security interest covering the
Communications Facilities shall not permit the application of adequate insurance proceeds for repair or
restoration, this Agreement shall, at the sole option of Tenant, exercisable by written notice to Landlord, be
terminated as of the date of such casualty, and the obligation to pay Rent (taking into account any abatement
as aforesaid) shall cease as of the termination date and Tenant shall thereupon promptly vacate the Premises.

19. DEFAULT. The failure of Tenant or Landlord to perform any of the covenants of this Agreement
shall constitute a default. The non-defaulting party shall give the other written notice of such default, and
the defaulting party shall cure such default within thirty (30) days after receipt of such notice. In the event
any such default cannot reasonably be cured within such thirty (30) day period, if the defaulting party shall
proceed promptly after the receipt of such notice to cure such default, and shall pursue curing such default
with due diligence, the time for curing shall be extended for such period of time as may be necessary to
complete such curing, however, in no event shall this extension of time be in excess of sixty (60) days,
unless agreed upon by the non-defaulting party.

20. REMEDIES. Should the defaulting party fail to cure a default under this Agreement, the other
party shall have all remedies available either at law or in equity, and the right to terminate this Agreement.
In the event Landlord elects to terminate this Agreement due to a default by Tenant, Landlord shall continue
to honor all sublease and license commitments made by Tenant through the expiration of the term of any
such commitment, it being intended hereby that each such commitment shall survive the early termination
of this Agreement.

21. ATTORNEYS’ FEES. Ifthere is any legal proceeding between Landlord and Tenant arising from
or based on this Agreement, the unsuccessful party to such action or proceeding shall pay to the prevailing
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party all costs and expenses, including, without limitation, reasonable attorneys’ fees and disbursements,
incurred by such prevailing party in such action or proceeding and in any appeal in connection therewith.
If such prevailing party recovers a judgment in any such action, proceeding or appeal, such costs, expenses
and attorneys’ fees and disbursements shall be included in and as a part of such judgment.

22, ADDITIONAL TERMINATION RIGHT. If at any time during the Term, Tenant determines,
in Tenant’s sole and absolute discretion, with or without cause, that the Premises is no longer suitable or
desirable for Tenant’s intended use and/or purposes, Tenant shall have the right to terminate this Agreement
upon sixty (60) days prior written notice to Landlord.

23. PRIOR AGREEMENTS. The parties hereby covenant, recognize and agree that the terms and
provisions of this Agreement shall constitute the sole embodiment of the arrangement between the parties
with regard to the Premises, and that all other written or unwritten agreements, contracts, or leases by and
between the parties with regard to the Premises are hereby terminated, superseded and replaced by the terms
hereof.

24, SUBORDINATION, NON-DISTURBANCE AND ATTORNMENT. Inthe event the Property
is encumbered by a mortgage or deed of trust or other security instrument of any kind (a “Landlord
Mortgage™), Landlord, within fifteen (15) days following Tenant’s request or immediately prior to the
creation of any encumbrance created after the date this Agreement is fully executed, will obtain from the
holder of each such Landlord Mortgage a fully-executed subordination, non-disturbance and attornment
agreement (an “SNDA”) in recordable form, which shall be prepared or approved by Tenant. The holder of
every such Landlord Mortgage shall, in the SNDA, agree that in the event of a foreclosure, or conveyance
in lieu of foreclosure of Landlord’s interest in the Premises, such Landlord Mortgage holder shall recognize
and confirm the validity and existence of this Agreement, not disturb the tenancy of Tenant (and its
customers, subtenants, and licensees) and Tenant (and its customers, subtenants, and licensees) shall have
the right to continue its use and occupancy of the Premises in accordance with the provisions of this
Agreement, provided Tenant is not in default of this Agreement beyond applicable notice and cure periods.

25. LENDER'’S RIGHTS.

(a) Landlord agrees to recognize the subleases and licenses of all subtenants and licensees and
will permit each of them to remain in occupancy of its premises notwithstanding any default hereunder by
Tenant so long as each such respective subtenant or licensee is not in default under the lease/license
covering its premises. Landlord agrees to execute such documents as any such subtenant and/or licensee
might reasonably require, including customary subordination, non-disturbance and attornment agreements
and/or Landlord recognition agreements, to further memorialize the foregoing, and further agrees to use
Landlord’s best efforts to also cause its lenders to similarly acknowledge, in writing, subtenant’s and
licensee’s right to continue to occupy its premises as provided above.

(b) Landlord consents to the granting by Tenant of a lien and security interest in Tenant’s
interest in this Agreement and/or leasehold estate of the Premises and all of Tenant’s personal property and
fixtures attached to the real property described herein, and furthermore consents to the exercise by Lender
of its rights of foreclosure with respect to its lien and security interest. Landlord agrees to recognize Lender
as Tenant hereunder upon any such exercise by Lender of its rights of foreclosure.

(©) Landlord hereby agrees to give Lender written notice of any breach or default of Tenant of
the terms of this Agreement within fifteen (15) days after the occurrence thereof at the address set forth in
Section 29. Landlord further agrees that no default under this Agreement by Tenant shall be deemed to
have occurred unless such notice to Lender is also given and that, in the event of any such breach or default
under the terms of this Agreement, Lender shall have the right, to the same extent, for the same period and
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with the same effect, as Tenant, plus an additional ninety (90) days after any applicable grace period to cure
or correct any such default.

(d Landlord acknowledges that nothing contained herein shall be deemed or construed to
obligate Lender to take any action hereunder, or to perform or discharge any obligation, duty or liability of
Tenant under this Agreement. Lender shall not become liable under the provisions of this Agreement or
any lease executed pursuant to Section 26 hereof unless and until such time as it becomes, and then only
for as long as it remains, the owner of the leasehold estate created hereby or thereby.

(e) Tenant shall have the right from time to time to mortgage or otherwise encumber Tenant’s
interest in this Agreement and/or leasehold estate in the Premises; provided, however, in no event shall
there be more than one such mortgage or encumbrance outstanding at any one time. If Tenant shall so
mortgage (each a “Tenant Mortgage”) Tenant’s interest in this Agreement and/or leasehold interest in the
Premises to Lender, Tenant or Lender shall give Landlord prompt notice of such Tenant Mortgage and
furnish Landlord with a complete and correct copy of such Tenant Mortgage, certified as such by Tenant
or Lender, together with the name and address of Lender if it is different from the information set forth in
Section 29 hereof. The term “Lender” as used in this Agreement shall mean the lender identified in Section
29 hereof and its successors, assigns, designees or nominees.

® This Agreement shall not be amended or modified without the consent of Lender. In the
event that Lender shall become the owner of such leasehold estate, Lender shall not be bound by any
modification or amendment of this Agreement made subsequent to the date of a Tenant Mortgage unless
Lender shall have consented to such modification or amendment at the time it was made.

26. RIGHT TO NEW LEASE.

(a) In the case of termination of this Agreement for any reason, or in the event this Agreement
is rejected or disaffirmed pursuant to any bankruptcy, insolvency or other law affecting creditor’s rights,
Landlord shall give prompt notice thereof to Lender at the address set forth in Section 29 or as may be
provided to Landlord by Tenant following the Commencement Date. Thereafter, Landlord, upon written
request of Lender, and within thirty (30) days after the receipt of such request, shall promptly execute and
deliver a new lease of the Premises and assignment of all subleases and licenses to Lender or its designee
or nominee, for the remainder of the Term upon all the covenants, conditions, limitations and agreements
contained herein (including, without limitation, options to extend the Term) except for such provisions
which must be modified to reflect such termination, rejection or disaffirmance and the passage of time,
provided that Lender (i) shall pay to Landlord, simultaneously with the delivery of such new lease, all
unpaid rent due under this Agreement up to and including the date of the commencement of the term of
such new lease and all reasonable expenses, including, without limitation, reasonable attorneys’ fees and
disbursements and court costs, incurred by Landlord in connection with the default by Tenant, the
termination of this Agreement and the preparation of the new lease, and (ii) shall cure all defaults existing
under this Agreement which are susceptible to being cured by Lender promptly and with due diligence after
the delivery of such new lease. Notwithstanding anything to the contrary contained herein, provided Lender
shall have otherwise complied with the provisions of this Section, Lender shall have no obligation to cure
any defaults which are not susceptible to being cured by Lender (for example, the bankruptcy of Tenant).

b) For so long as Lender shall have the right to enter into a new lease with Landlord pursuant
to this Section, Landlord shall not enter into a new lease of the Premises with any person or entity other
than Lender, without the prior written consent of Lender.
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27. ADDITIONAL PROVISIONS.

(a) The parties hereto agree that (i) Tenant is in possession of the Premises notwithstanding
the fact that Tenant has subleased or licensed, or may in the future sublease or license, certain of the
improvements thereon or portions of the Premises to third parties, and (ii) the requirements of Section
365(h) of Title 11 of the United States Code (the Bankruptcy Code) with respect to Tenant’s possession of
the leasehold under this Agreement are satisfied. Accordingly, the right of Tenant to remain in possession
of the leasehold under this Agreement shall continue notwithstanding any rejection of this Agreement in
any bankruptcy proceeding involving Landlord, or any other actions by any party in such a proceeding.
This provision, while included in this Agreement, has been separately negotiated and shall constitute a
separate contract between the parties as well as a part of this Agreement. The provisions of this Section are
for the benefit of Tenant and its assigns, including, without limitation, Lender. The parties hereto also agree
that Lender is a party in interest and shall have the right to appear as a party in any proceeding brought
under any bankruptcy law or under any other law which may affect this Agreement.

(b) The provisions of Section 25 and Section 26 hereof shall survive the termination, rejection
or disaffirmance of this Agreement and shall continue in full force and effect thereafier to the same extent
as if such Sections were a separate and independent contract made by Landlord, Tenant and Lender and,
from the effective date of such termination, rejection or disaffirmance of this Agreement to the date of
execution and delivery of such new lease, Lender may use and enjoy the leasehold estate created by this
Agreement without hindrance by Landlord. The aforesaid agreement of Landlord to enter into a new lease
with Lender shall be deemed a separate agreement between Landlord and Lender, separate and apart from
this Agreement as well as a part of this Agreement, and shall be unaffected by the rejection of this
Agreement in any bankruptcy proceeding by any party.

(©) Landlord shall have no right, and expressly waives any right arising under applicable law,
in and to the rentals or other fees payable to Tenant, if any, under any sublease or license of the Premises
by Tenant, which rentals or fees may be assigned by Tenant to Lender.

(d) If a Tenant Mortgage is in effect, this Agreement shall not be modified or amended by the
parties hereto, or terminated or surrendered by Tenant, nor shall Landlord accept any such termination or
surrender of this Agreement by Tenant, without the prior written consent of Lender.

(e) The provisions of Section 25 and Section 26 hereof are for the benefit of Lender and may
be relied upon and shall be enforceable by Lender as if Lender were a party to this Agreement.

® Landlord shall, within ten (10) days of the request of Tenant or any Lender or prospective
Lender, provide an estoppel certificate as to any matters reasonably requested by Tenant or Lender.

(g) The right to extend or renew this Agreement and any right of first refusal to purchase the
Premises may be exercisable by the holder of a Tenant Mortgage and, before the expiration of any periods
to exercise such a right, Landlord must provide to Lender at least thirty (30) days prior written notice before
the expiration of the right to so extend or renew in order to extinguish Lender’s right to so extend, renew
or purchase.

(h) Under no circumstances shall the fee estate of Landlord and the leasehold estate created
hereby merge, even though owned by the same party, without the written consent of the holder of a Tenant
Mortgage.
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28. QUIET ENJOYMENT. So long as Tenant is not in default under this Agreement beyond the
applicable notice and cure period, Landlord covenants and agrees that Tenant shall peaceably and quietly
hold and enjoy the Premises throughout the Term, without any hindrance, molestation or ejection by
Landlord, its successors or assigns or by those claiming by, through or under them.

29. NOTICES. All notices, requests, claims, demands, and other communications hereunder shall be
in writing and may be hand delivered (provided the deliverer provides proof of delivery) or sent by
nationally established overnight courier that provides proof of delivery, or certified or registered mail
(postage prepaid, return receipt requested). Notice shall be deemed received on the date of delivery as
demonstrated by the receipt of delivery. Notices shall be delivered to a party at the party’s respective
address below, or to such other address that a party below may provide from time to time:

While analyzing our network in Marion County, T-Mobile Engineering has determined
there is a need for improved capacity and coverage in the east Citra area.

The general area needs improved N1900 coverage. The east Citra area needs in-building
N1900 coverage added. The east Citra area lacks N1900 coverage now, and this candidate will
add some in-building and in-vehicle to the area.

MANAGEMENT SUMMARY

Subterranean Consultants (STC) conducted a cultural resource assessment of the proposed US-FL-5821
Meadowbrook Lake telecommunications facility on May 28, 2025. Survey was conducted for The Lotis
Group, on behalf of BTS Towers, LLC, to locate and identify archaeological and architectural resources
and to evaluate resource significance based on National Register of Historic Places (NRHP) criteria
(36CFR Part 60.4 [a-d]). This assessment was conducted to comply with the provisions of the Federal
Communications Commission (FCC) permitting under the Nationwide Programmatic Agreement (47 CFR
Part 1). In accordance with the permitting process, the survey was conducted in compliance with Section
106 of the National Historic Preservation Act (NHPA) of 1966, as amended.

The cultural resource survey included an intensive archaeological survey and an assessment of the
visual impact on previously recorded NRHP-eligible or listed architectural resources within 0.75
mi of the proposed project area. During the literature review, which took place on May 27, 2025,
the Florida Master Site File was checked for previously recorded archaeological sites within 1 mi.
Field survey was conducted using surface and subsurface techniques (i.e., visual inspection and
shovel testing) to locate and identify archaeological resources within the study area. The direct
effects area of potential effects (APE) was considered all areas of potential ground disturbance.
Because the proposed self-support lattice tower would be 155 ft., the visual APE was considered

Il. ENVIRONMENTAL CONTEXT

Ecoregion

The project area lies within the Marion Hills. The Marion Hills includes the Fairfield Hills,
Anthony Hills, Kendrick Hills, Ocala Hills, and Cotton Plant Hills. Elevations are generally 75-
180 feet with some higher hills, and the natural vegetation was primarily mixed evergreen and
deciduous hardwood forests. Miocene-age Hawthorn Group sediments of clayey sands compose
much of the hill systems, with the Eocene-age Ocala Limestone (or Crystal River Formation) near
the surface in much of the intervening Kkarst terrain. The region has few if any lakes, but contains
about a dozen small ponds and some wet prairie areas. Many of the small ponds are located in the
area between Blichton and Cotton Plant. These appear to be associated with soils of the Sparr-
Lochloosa-Tavares association that are not as well drained as other upland soils in the area. Bird
Pond near Cotton Plant was sampled in the ELS (Kanciruk 1986). Influenced by the near-surface
limestone, it had high pH and alkalinity, with low to moderate total phosphorus and color. Small
ponds located on the hilly Hawthorn sands would likely have a different chemistry, although there
appear to be fewer of these. Thus, while lake resources are not an important characteristic of this
region, the pond chemistry types may show a bi-modal distribution. Lillian is a Lakewatch lake in
Marion County that shows higher nutrientnlevels (Griffith et al. 2001).

Soils

According to the USDA, Web Soil Survey (2025), Chandler sand was formed along the project area in
eolian deposits and/or sandy and loamy marine deposits. The upper horizons contain excessively drained
textures of sand, with subsoil generally occurring at between 15 and 60 centimeters below the surface
(cmbs). Typically, subsoil is yellowish brown loam (United States Department of Agriculture, Soil

I1l. METHODOLOGY

Fieldwork

This Archaeological investigation was completed in compliance with Section 106 of the National
Historic Preservation Act, as amended, and field methods generally followed the Florida Division of
Historical Resources Module Three: Guidelines for use by Historic Preservation Professionals (2022).
Field investigations of low probability areas included a 100% visual surface inspection of the entire
project area. All surfaces, including animal burrows and fallen tree root clusters, within the survey
area were inspected for the presence of rock shelters, caves, mines, quarries, chimney falls, historic
wells, petroglyphs, or other standing structures.

Subsurface inspection (i.e., shovel testing) was used to verify soil conditions. In heavily disturbed
areas, no shovel tests were conducted. At grassy areas, and because of the general disturbance of
the area in FDOT ROW, shovel tests were used to verify soil conditions. Shovel tests were
approximately 50-cm (19-in) in diameter and excavated until subsoil, 100 cmbs, impenetrable
substrate (i.e., bedrock or clay), until the water table was reached, or until previous disturbance
was determined. All soil matrices removed were screened using a 6-mm (.25-in) hardware cloth
screen.

Each shovel test was recorded noting its location, depth, soil profile, artifact yield, general
conditions, and other pertinent information.

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V. CONCLUSION

STC conducted an intensive cultural resource survey of the proposed US-FL-5821 Meadowbrook Lake
direct and visual APEs. Because of the absence of cultural materials within the direct and visual effects
APE, STC recommends a finding of no historic properties within the direct and visual APEs. No
additional work is recommended.

Should buried artifacts, human remains, cultural sites or ground features be unexpectedly unearthed during
ground disturbing activities, all construction should immediately cease and the resources be examined by a
professional archaeologist. Additionally, all appropriate authorities-including all pertinent tribal entities and
the state historic preservation office -should be notified.

3.0 ENVIRONMENTAL AND HISTORICAL RECORDS REVIEW

31 PHYSICAL SETTING

3.1.1 General Topographic Setting

Review of the United States Geological Survey (USGS), Anthony, FL 7.5-Minute Quadrangle map indicates that the regional
topography generally slopes in a westerly gradient. The soil surface texture in the vicinity of the subject property is sand
and the soil drainage is considered excessively drained.

3.1.2 Surface Water

No surface water that indicated a potential environmental concern was observed on the subject property or adjacent
properties during the site visit.

3.1.3 Groundwater Wells and Depth

Environmental Risk Information Services (ERIS) searches and summarizes data on wells and groundwater depth from
public databases. The number and type of wells is listed in the Physical Setting Report (PSR) located in Appendix C of this
report. However, it should be noted that groundwater depth fluctuates based on several factors. If the actual groundwater
depth needs to be determined, a site specific groundwater survey should be completed.

3.1.4 Groundwater Flow

Groundwater flow direction at the subject property is not known. However, based on topographic gradient, the direction of
groundwater flow in the general area of the subject property is estimated to be in a westerly direction. Groundwater beneath
the subject property is of concern when there are properties located upgradient of the subject property that may have
environmental concerns. Section 3.4 provides additional information on identified upgradient properties with current or
historical environmental concerns.

It is important to note that although groundwater flow direction can be interpreted based on topography, the actual
measurement of groundwater levels and potentiometric surface mapping is beyond the scope of work for this project.
Measurement of groundwater levels and potentiometric surface mapping is the only accurate means of determining
groundwater flow direction and gradient. Additionally, localized factors such as the presence of undocumented or
unregistered pumping wells or other subsurface obstructions, seasonal fluctuations in precipitation, geologic heterogeneity,
and nearby surface waters may also significantly influence groundwater gradient and flow direction at the subject property.

3.2 HISTORICAL USE INFORMATION

Consulting historical sources helps to establish the history of the property and its surroundings, with the aim of determining
the probability of recognized environmental conditions resulting from past uses. Standard historical sources, as defined by
ASTM, consist of various materials such as aerial photographs, fire insurance maps, property tax files, recorded land title
records, USGS topographic maps, local street directories, building department records, zoning/land use records, as well as
other credible historical sources that reveal the property's past uses.

Lotis carried out an investigation of standard historical records that were readily available and reliable to document all
observable past uses of the property, dating back to its first development, which may have involved agricultural use or the
placement of fill dirt. This research covered the period up to the earlier of the property's first developed use or the year 1940.
According to ASTM, this task only requires examining those standard historical sources identified in 8.3.4.1 through 8.3.4.8
that are both reasonably ascertainable and likely to be beneficial (as described under Data Failure in 8.3.2.3).

If the property was originally developed for agricultural use, it may not be possible to obtain records that are easily accessible
and reliable to document the date of the property's initial development.

An acceptable historical source may be disregarded in two situations. Firstly, if the source is not reasonably ascertainable,
and secondly, if previous experience suggests that it is not likely to be adequate in terms of defining the property's uses in
a useful, accurate, or comprehensive manner. Although other historical sources that are listed in 8.3.4.9 of the ASTM
Practice E1527-21 can be used to meet the ASTM requirement for identifying past uses of the property, they are not
obligated to follow this practice. The determination of past uses is based on examining only those standard historical sources
outlined in 8.3.4.1 through 8.3.4.8 that are necessary and reasonably ascertainable, and expected to be useful.

4.1 CURRENT OWNER/OPERATORS/SITE OCCUPANTS/SITE MANAGER

The current property owner, Mr. Ronald Adams (352-266-3369), was interviewed to obtain information regarding potential
Recognized Environmental Conditions (RECs) associated with the subject property.

Research in the area of the subject property suggests an average basement radon concentration of less than four pCi/L
relative to Marion County, Florida.

5.5 WETLANDS

The ERIS Database Report includes general information relative to wetlands and flood zones. No wetland or flood zone
areas were identified on or adjacent to the subject property.

5.6 MoLD

5.7 VAPOR ENCROACHMENT CONDITIONS

This assessment included review of the regulatory database discussed above in relation to section 3.4 of the ASTM E2600-
10 Standard Guide for Vapor Encroachment Screening on Property Involved in Real Estate Transactions. If soil or
groundwater is contaminated with a volatile compound (that is, something that can escape from water or soil to air, such as
gasoline and solvents), that contaminant can migrate through the soil and present in the air inside of buildings, especially
within basement areas. The ASTM E2600-10 standard designates this a Vapor Encroachment Condition (VEC). Soil vapors
do not necessarily migrate along groundwater flow paths. Vapors can migrate via hydraulic gradients and may extend
beyond a groundwater plume. Vapor intrusion has been identified at a significant number of sites and state and federal
environmental regulators have "reopened” numerous spill and waste cases to assess whether a VEC assessment is
warranted.

None of the information obtained/reviewed as part of this assessment suggested the potential for a VEC at the subject
property.

5.8 PER- AND POLYFLUOROALKYL SUBSTANCES

Per- and Polyfluoroalkyl Substances (PFAS) are widely used, long lasting chemicals, components of which break down very
slowly over time. Because of their widespread use and their persistence in the environment, many PFAS are found in the
water, air, fish and soil at locations across the globe. Scientific studies have shown that exposure the PFAS in the
environment may be linked to harmful health effects in humans and animals. There are thousands of PFAS chemicals, and
they are found in many different consumer, commercial, and industrial products. The List of conditions where PFAS could
be identified as a potential environmental concern are numerous (manufacturing operations, car washes, tanneries, former
junk yards, sites where firefighting foam may have been used, etc.).

None of the information obtained/reviewed as part of this assessment suggested a PFAS concern at the subject property.
