	Text1: The calculated connection distance for twelve multi-family units is a connection distance of 3,840'.  The parcel's closest water main is 7,070' away which is outside connection distance.  The Marion County Land Development Code (“LDC”), Article 6, Division 14, Section 6.14.2.C(1)(a), Water system states that when a project is outside connection distance - New residential multi-family developments, shall design and construct a decentralized water system in compliance with the requirements of Division 6.14, and construct an on-site Water Treatment Plant (WTP) sufficient in size to serve the development in compliance with FDEP requirements and other applicable requirements of this Code.

In regards to sewer, these twelve multi-family units calculates a connection distance of 3,840' and this parcel's closest sewer main is 6,875' away, therefore is outside connection distance to sewer. Marion County Land Development Code (“LDC”), Article 6, Division 14, Section 6.14.2.C(2)(a), Wastewater system - New residential developments with five (5) or more ERCs shall be serviced by a decentralized wastewater treatment system.  This development contains more than five ERCs, therefore they are required to construct the decentralized wastewater system.

On December 15, 2025, Waiver AR# 33316 was presented to the Development Review Committee (DRC), requesting relief from the requirement to install decentralized water and wastewater systems. DRC denied the waiver by a 5-0 vote. The applicant has since requested that the waiver be escalated to the Board of County Commissioners for consideration. Specifically, the applicant is seeking approval to operate a limited-use water system regulated by the Department of Health, and utilize a Enhanced Nutrient-Reducing Onsite Sewage Treatment and Disposal System (ENR-OSTDS), in lieu of constructing a decentralized water and wastewater treatment plant.
